Code of Conduct & Behaviour

Parents/Carers and Athletes are reminded that coaches at the club are voluntary, unpaid individuals giving their time because they enjoy what they do.

Athletes and parents/carers are also reminded that some unacceptable behaviours in an athletic activity environment can also be unsafe for the athlete or other athletes.

Any issues in respect of behaviour will be dealt with as follows:-

1. In the first instance the athlete will be taken to one side and spoken to and an immediate stop to the unacceptable behaviour will be expected.

2. If an immediate stop to the unacceptable behaviour is not seen then the athlete’s parents/carers will be informed verbally.

3. If the issue persists further then the club will write a formal letter to the athlete and their parents/carers notifying them that if there is any further recurrence then the athlete will be excluded from the club.

4. If there is a further recurrence of the unacceptable behaviour, after all of the above, then the athlete will be excluded from the club and both they and their parents/carers will be informed in writing of this decision.

Unacceptable behaviours are as follows:-

· No Bullying

· No Swearing

· No Spitting

· No Violence or Hitting or Kicking Anyone

· No Mobile Phones (unless agreed)

Acceptable behaviours are:-

· Treat Others as You would like to be treated

· Pay Attention and Behave (it is for the athletes safety)

Dropping Off / Picking Up Athletes

A request to parents/carers; please when dropping off athletes can you make sure that a coach is present at the venue. It is not appropriate for athletes to be dropped early when there is no coach present.

When picking up athletes, face-to-face contact between coaches and parents/carers is preferable so that we can ensure that we know who is taking athletes home.
Also on the subject of picking up athletes, there have been a number of occurrences of coaches having to wait around with athletes waiting to be picked up and also of coaches taking athletes home because their lift has not arrived. This is clearly not desirable, so your cooperation is requested in making prompt pick-ups.

Athletes and parents/carers are reminded that the cost per session is £2. It would be appreciated if payment could be made promptly at the start of a session, without individuals having to be constantly reminded. This in turn will allow coaches to get on with coaching all the sooner.

In return, we will try to finish sessions promptly.
